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Dwyer-Hart RCP Medical Research Grant
The Dwyer-Hart RCP Medical Research Programme awards grants to support mid- to advanced-level clinical researchers to undertake high-impact translational research that bridges laboratory science and real-world patient care. Generously funded by The Dwyer-Hart Medical Research CIO, the programme aims to accelerate innovation, foster clinician-led discovery, and strengthen the pipeline of research that delivers tangible improvements in health outcomes. 
Specific details of the award
Applications are invited for a grant of (up to) £60,000 to support 1-year full time or part-time equivalent research in the field of health and medicine with an additional 6 months for final reporting. Funding may be used for both salary and direct project costs (e.g. equipment, travel, etc.). Applications in all areas of health and medicine will be considered; however, projects should enable research that bridges science and patient care and have a tangible health impact. 
As part of the terms and conditions of this award, successful candidates will be required to submit a report within six months of completion of their project.
In addition, the grant holder will receive:
· Complimentary registration for one RCP Annual Conference
· An invitation to meet representatives of the Dwyer-Hart Medical Research CIO
· An expectation to submit a poster or platform abstract to the RCP Annual Conference following project completion.
Eligibility criteria
To be eligible, applicants must:
· Be a collegiate member or fellow of the RCP (successful applicants who are not yet members must join prior to grant commencement)
· Be based at a UK academic or clinical institution
· Have confirmed institutional support and a named sponsor
· Have a PhD.
